SNOW CAGE STUDY

To assist with research into the effects
of habitat, shelter and snow cover on the
survival of seedling trees, a researcher
planted small plants of native species

at sixteen locations between 700m and
1000m above sea level in the ski area.To
protect the plants from deer and hares,
they were covered by open mesh cages.

The Ranger Service undertook photo-
graphic monitoring of the snow covering
the plants throughout the winter to allow
the researcher to assess the length of
time for which they were buried.
